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If you pay income tax, or have a capital gains tax liability, it is possible for the Cathedral to reclaim the tax back on the money you give.

All that needs to happen is for the declaration contained within this leaflet to be signed and sent to the Cathedral Office.
Your full name does need to be stated – at the last count there were 12,218 people named “John Smith” in the United Kingdom.

Your Post-Code must be included.

The declaration will be kept by the Cathedral and all identifiable donations made can be grown by means of a tax refund, to the cathedral, at no cost to you.
