What will it cost?
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·  The charge for the school year 2007 is £2 per pupil. We would not wish to exclude anyone from visiting the Cathedral and if this charge is likely to cause a problem, please let us know. 

How many children can we bring?

· Pupils are usually divided into groups of 10; we are able to accommodate up to 50 children at one time.  We suggest larger schools make several visits.

Can we bring very young children?  What about High School pupils?
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St Asaph Cathedral school visits are open to all age groups.  For Nursery and Reception classes a Morning visit is recommended.  For KS 1-4 pupils your school visit will requirements. For High School pupils your school visit will be tailored to meet National Curriculum requirements.

Group Responsibility 

We ask that teachers and accompanying adults remain with the children and retain responsibility for discipline throughout the visit. Please ensure there is a ratio of at least one adult per group (ref. Your county guidelines). Each workshop will be led by one of our volunteers
The emphasis of our workshops is on the children learning through participation, experience and discovery. The precise nature of each workshop will depend on the volunteer leading on the day.  However if there are particular things you would like included, please let us know. A Teacher’s Resource Pack is provided.

What happens on a typical visit?

A visit usually begins with a short welcome and introduction to the story and purpose of the Cathedral. 

The body of the day is then made up of workshops from the following:

1. What is a Cathedral? – Why is it different? Learn about the work of a Bishop, a Dean and about the life of a Cathedral. Dress up as a Bishop and a Dean, sit in the Canons’ Stalls. 
2. Cathedral Saints – Learn about St. Asaph and St. Kentigern. Hear the stories of the fish and the ring, and the burning coal.
3. William Morgan and the translation of the Bible into Welsh - Understand why Bishop Morgan translated the Bible and learn about the Translators. See an original copy of the William Morgan Bible. Learn also about the use of the Bible in worship today.  Try your hand at some calligraphy using a quill.

4. Stained glass windows – how they are made and the stories they tell. Design your own stained glass window.

5. Special Clothes – Look at, and try on, the various robes used in the Cathedral. Understanding why different colours are used at different times of the year. 
6. The Life of a Monk – Learning about the daily life of a monk. Dress up in a Monk’s habit. Learn about their Chapter Meetings, their food and their routine.
7. Materials – Look at the different materials used in the construction of the building (wood, metal, stone etc) discover hidden treasures and learn why they were used.

8. Candles – Learn about how we use candles in the Cathedral to illustrate aspects of worship in the Christian Year. Making, for example, a model Paschal Candle or an Advent ring.

9. Prayer – learn about why we pray, experience different ways of praying – candles, meditation, art, write your own prayers.

10. Organ Workshop* - One of our organists will conduct a workshop about the organ, organ pipes and the different sounds and types of music. The organist will play a piece of music and may accompany the children in singing a hymn or song. *Only available for Tuesday visits
The visit closes with a short act of worship.  

You are warmly invited to include a song familiar to your school.

Parking and Coaches

The Cathedral has a pay & display car park for cars and mini-buses, however this is not suitable for coaches.  Drivers can drop the children off by the car park.

Lunch and toilet facilities

Toilets are available in the Dean's Library – the Cathedral's 'church hall' which is just across the road. Please note the main road needs strict adult supervision to cross (see risk assessment).

For those staying a full day, the Dean's Library may be booked to eat lunch. Please indicate on the form if you would like this.
