· Grants will be awarded at the discretion of the trustees to schools where there is a clearly identified need. 
· A list of possible starting points for identifying suitable resources accompanies this letter or can be found on the St. Asaph Diocesan website under “Learn” and the name of the Trust. 

· Except in exceptional circumstances, awards will not be granted in successive years.

· Schemes with clear objectives and costed plans are most likely to succeed.

· The Trustees will visit schools which have received grants so that they can assess the impact of these grants. 
· Recipients are encouraged to publicise their grants on their websites, in their newsletters and in the local press, and are asked to allow the Trust to use these materials in its own publicity.
