On Monday 14th July we shall meet at St Giles', Wrexham, and after a chance 

to see one of the principal churches of our diocese, our guests will hear a 

presentation by TCC, of some of the ways in which it is working creatively with churches and communities within our diocese.  We'll then travel by coach around part of the diocese, including lunch at Bala, and visits to Ruthin and Holywell, returning to Wrexham for tea at St Joseph's Anglican/Roman Catholic High School.  There will be an opportunity after this to meet with members of the Mothers' Union, and at an evening meeting at St Joseph's representatives are invited from congregations around the diocese, to hear our guests give a short talk about the life and work of each of their dioceses.  This will begin at 7 pm - please do come if you can and meet with our guests.  Our contribution in this way will be important to the whole Lambeth process.
