GIFT AID helps the Church

Are you a tax-payer?   If so, and if you give your collection as 

money on the plate, would you like to consider putting it in one of 

the Gift Aid envelopes provided, and completing what is required 

on the envelope?   That is all you have to do!

Our Church is registered for Gift Aid, which means 

that for every pound (£) received by someone who pays tax, 

whether on earnings, savings, pension etc., the Church will 

receive an additional 28p. tax refund.   During last year our 

Church received over £??? in this way through people who 

already gift-aid their collection, and it didn’t cost anyone any 

more than they were already giving.

If you would like to contribute regularly by Gift Aid, either 

weekly, monthly or annually, there are just two simple 

requirements in addition to being a tax payer.

1) you complete a declaration form (you will find a supply of 

     these on the table at the back of the Church) and

2) you give by envelope, cheque or standing order.  So if you are already using the weekly envelopes, but would like to gift-aid 

    your offering, all you have to do is sign one of the declaration  

    forms mentioned above.
