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Squeezing the juice out of Genesis

Following the success of the 2009 national tour, Riding Lights Theatre Company will once again be touring the country this autumn performing Origins and Lemons.   
Subtitled 'Squeezing the Juice out of Genesis', actors Jonathan Bidgood, Fred Denno, Jamie Higgins and Rachel Wilcock use a mixture of humour, imagination and honesty to take the audience back to the very beginning; concentrating on the ultimate expression of Genesis - 'the 'Why?' of the created world.'

Presented at Rhyl Town Hall on Saturday 27th November at 7.30pm this is a highly entertaining plunge into some of the issues that have aroused our curiosity since the Dawn of Time.  The Baptist Times was quoted as saying “This really is fun - think CS Lewis on a skateboard.”

Demand for the 2009 performance has led to the production of a DVD which captures on film the heart of this popular stage show.
