The Betsicadwaladr University Health Board Trust is carrying out a review of many of the services offered in the 3 general hospitals in North Wales.  TCC (Together Creating Communities / Trefnu Cymunedol Cymru) and others have persuaded the Health Board to withdraw, for the moment, and reconsider the options that were being put forward, which could have led to the closure of emergency maternity services or specialist children’s wards in either Glan Clwyd or Wrexham Maelor Hospitals.

However, it is unclear what proposals the Health Board will put forward next, nor is it clear how the public will be consulted.  Real life stories are needed from parents across North Wales who have had particular need of one or other of these services to ensure their continuation.  These can be hand written or emailed.  They need not have signatures and contact details but they will be much more powerful if they have.

As we prepare to welcome a very special child at Christmas time, can we ensure that all North Wales children and mothers continue to receive these vital services as close to home as possible.
