CHURCHES IN THE RBCW GROUP SCHEME
The current standard £500 excess under the RBCW Scheme will continue to apply, unless the church has selected an increased voluntary excess of either £750 or £1,000, both of which are also available under the RBCW Scheme for Churches.
 
CHURCHES INSURED OUTSIDE THE GROUP SCHEME
Any church with a standard £50 excess (not very many of these churches throughout Wales) will have their £50 excess increased to £100.

The standard £50 excess will be increased to £100.
