The Welsh Assembly has approved limited emergency spending to prevent rough sleeping on nights where the temperature falls below 0 centigrade. So, if any churches are approached by people who are literally homeless on freezing nights they should contact their local housing department or emergency out of hours service. This can include paying for B&B, necessary transport, meals, possibly even bedding. Help might be available to resettle people.
