The tubular bells of St Cynbryd’s Church.  St Cynbryd’s Church, Abergele Road, Llanddulas, Conwy, LL22 8EN, has a peal of eight tubular bells which are just over 100 years old. Having been unusable for about the last 20 years, they have just been restored and will be on display in their frame, together with the striking mechanism, on the floor of the Church before being dismantled and re-assembled in the church tower. The Church will be open for viewing the bells during the afternoons (12 – 4 p.m.) from Friday 10 December until Tuesday 14 December inclusive. When the bells are in the tower they are very inaccessible so this will be a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to see these unusual bells. The Betsicadwaladr University Health Board Trust is carrying out a review of many of the services offered in the 3 general hospitals in North Wales.  TCC (Together Creating Communities / Trefnu Cymunedol Cymru) and others have persuaded the Health Board to withdraw, for the moment, and reconsider the options that were being put forward, which could have led to the closure of emergency maternity services or specialist children’s wards in either Glan Clwyd or Wrexham Maelor Hospitals.

However, it is unclear what proposals the Health Board will put forward next, nor is it clear how the public will be consulted.
