GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS

The purposes for which the Fund exists are:

“To further such objects as are exclusively charitable and in particular but without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing to relieve need, hardship, sickness, disability and distress amongst children and young persons in Wales”

In applying the funds the Trustees will consider applications from bona-fide organisations and may make grants to such organisations in the following order of priority:-

1. Those in the Dioceses of the Church in Wales;

2. Those associated with other Christian bodies which are member of Cytun;

3. Other organisations working with children in need in Wales.

When considering applications the Trustees will take into account the following:

1. The Application

· Is the form completed properly and signed?

· Is it clear what the applicant is seeking and, if successful, how the grant would be used and what the outcome of the project is likely to be?

2. The Information

· Is there evidence to support any specific claims?

· Are budget figures accurate? Is there a contingency or margin of error quoted?

3. The Applicant

· What experience do those involved with the project have of the proposed activities?

· Do they have experience of running similar projects?

N.B. 
All information included in the application must be accurate: applicants may be asked to substantiate any information given.

Trustees’ Meetings:

The Trustees meet to consider applications in April and September of each year.

Applications must be received by the last day of the preceding month (i.e. March and August respectively) to be considered at the relevant meeting.

Applicants will be advised of the outcome of their application as soon as possible after the meeting.  Grant awards will be made available to successful applicants (subject to agreement to the terms and conditions of grant) by the end of the month following that of the meeting (i.e. May or October as appropriate).
