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INVITATIONS TO PARTICIPATE IN AN ANGLICAN SETTING

*  Notice of the holding of a Covenanted Holy Communion service should, so far as practicable, be given on the Sunday immediately preceding, with an indication of the denomination to which the minister or ministers who are to preside belong
