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INVITATIONS TO PARTICIPATE IN A NON-ANGLICAN SETTING


A cleric or authorized lay person of the Church in Wales may accept an invitation


 to take part in an ecumenical service or a service of another denomination





Check that the duty assigned to you is or is similar to a duty which you are authorized to perform in the Church in Wales





If not in your own parish, you must obtain the consent of the incumbent of the parish in which the service is to take place

to take part in the ordination or consecration of the minister of another Church? * or


to preside at the Holy Communion, 


other than according to the rite(s) of the Commission of the Covenanted Churches?
