Church in Wales Gaza Mobile Dental Clinic Project

It is now roughly three months since the Jubilee Fund was wound up. 

I am therefore writing to ask for your generosity and help in continuing to support the Gaza Mobile Dental Clinic Project. The clinic itself is a Mercedes van, the back part of which has been converted into a small state-of-the-art dental surgery. The dentist and nurse/driver spend their time in the refugee camps of the Gaza Strip providing primary dental care to the huge population in the camps. 

When the decision was taken to close the Jubilee Fund at the end of 2006, the Bench of Bishops and the Steering Group agreed, in response to widespread opinion throughout the Church in Wales, that we should continue to support this important humanitarian work among a destitute and marginalized population at least until the end of 2009. 

When I wrote last August about the impending closure of the Jubilee Fund, I was in the happy position of being able to tell you that we needed to raise only about £1,000 in order to honour all the Fund’s commitments. As things turned out, thanks to your great generosity and commitment, we were able to raise the remaining money without difficulty and, indeed, to transfer a surplus of approximately £5,000 to the on-going project in Gaza at the beginning of 2007. 

Three months later, it may be as well to remind ourselves that the need in Gaza is still as real as ever. Indeed, the Church in Wales remains the only reliable source of funding for the mobile dental clinic. If we are to give it the support it needs and deserves, we shall need to raise approximately £16,000 per annum in each of these three years.  The other members of the Steering Group and I are sure that we can count on your help in achieving this, and we thank you for your continuing support.
