PARISH SHARE REVIEW GROUP

Review of Parish Share Methodology – Consultation Process
1. The Review Group has prepared a Consultation Document setting out the background to their work and detailed observations on those areas of the present methodology that are considered to require some modification or refinement. Additionally the Group proposes two new features for inclusion in a revised methodology. Copies of this document are being distributed to Area Deans and all those who have been invited to attend the Deanery Consultation Meetings. The Review Group hope that this document will be made available for study by as wide a constituency as possible.
2. The Deanery Consultation meetings will be attended by an Archdeacon, the chairman of the Group, and such other members of the Group as can make themselves available. The Review Group will make a presentation explaining and elaborating on the points made in the Consultation Document. This will be followed by an open discussion. It is hoped that such discussion will be focused on the Document and presentation and be restricted to matters within the brief given to the Review Group.

3. A comprehensive note will be taken of the points raised at each meeting. This note will be produced very quickly after the meeting and will be sent to the Area Dean of the Deanery concerned to obtain confirmation that the note is accurate and contains all the points raised by the Deanery.

4. Once all meetings have been held and the content of the notes confirmed the Review Group will reconvene to consider what action to take. Those points accepted by the Review Group will be incorporated into the final proposals that will go forward for consideration, and hopefully acceptance, by the Diocesan Board of Finance (DBF). 

5. Those points that are not accepted by the Review Group will be reported back to the Area Dean/ Deanery Conference with reasons for their non-acceptance.

6. The Review Group is open to receive comments and contributions from individual church members in writing should members wish to do so. Such submissions should be made in writing to the Diocesan Secretary, at the Diocesan Centre, Brecon, LD3 9DP, by no later than Tuesday 13th March.

7. The Chair of the Group will report the overall outcome of the Consultation.to an Area Deans meeting on 8th May.

8. The final proposals of the Review Group will be placed before the DBF at the annual meeting on 26th June.
9. The Review Group wishes to stress that this is a genuine consultation and full and appropriate regard will be given to all points raised.
